Sotomayor is the daughter of Puerto Rican immigrants. She was born in the Bronx, New York, on
June 25, 1954, and grew up there. Her father died when she was 9 years old. Her mother, Celina,
was a nurse. Sotomayor earned a bachelor’s degree at Princeton University in 1976 and a law
degree at Yale Law School in 1979.
