TOR Media Center Cornell Notes Steps:  
1. Copy your Internet information to a blank Microsoft Word page.

· Ctrl N=Blank new Word page.
· Internet page>Highlight the paragraphs about your topic OR Ctrl A for the entire document>Right click>Copy
· Word>Right click>Click on the A (for unformatted text)
· Copy and paste your web site’s URL (website address) to the top of the blank Microsoft Word page. Click Enter to make the website address turn blue.
· Copy and paste the MLA Citation found at the bottom of each database resource.
· READ the text in its entirety. Highlight the subtopics and details of each paragraph.

d. Click on the + or – sign in the bottom right corner of the screen to adjust the zoom.
